The Department of Pharmaceutics and Pharmaceutical Chemistry in the College of Pharmacy at 
the University of Utah invites applications for a full-time tenure-track faculty position broadly 
defined in the areas of physical pharmacy and biopharmaceutics. Appointments at all academic 
ranks will be considered.  Successful candidates will have primary appointments in the department, 
and when appropriate, possible secondary appointments in the School of Medicine, College of 
Engineering, Huntsman Cancer Institute, Brain Institute, or the Scientific Computing and Imaging 
Institute. The successful candidate will be expected to maintain a nationally recognized and 
extramurally funded research program and to collaborate with other basic, translational, and 
clinical university scientists. The successful applicant will also teach in the professional (Pharm.D.) 
and graduate (Ph.D.) programs. Candidates with demonstrated experience and a translational 
research background in physical pharmacy, biopharmaceutics, or related areas including 
biophysical chemistry, drug dosage forms or therapeutic design, transport and delivery, will have 
priority. Preference will be given to applicants with postdoctoral or equivalent experience, 
demonstrated teaching experience, and alignment with the research themes of the Health 
Sciences Center.
